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2007's Gamma Sigma Sigma Woman of the Year is a mother that is making her daughter’s dream possible. Liz Scott is the Vice President of Development for Alex's Lemonade Stand Foundation. The Lemonade Stand premise started in 2000 when four year old Alex built a lemonade stand out in her front yard to help "her doctors" find a cure for all children with cancer. All of the money from Alex's Lemonade Stand was donated to childhood cancer research, and today, with the organization growing in association with their sponsors, the organization has raised millions of dollars for childhood cancer research. 

 

 Alex was diagnosed at the age of one with a neuroblastoma, a tumor of early childhood, with two thirds of the cases presenting in children younger than 5 years. In 2000 when she was four years old she came up with an idea to hold a lemonade stand on her front lawn. With her brother’s help, Alex built her first lemonade stand calling it "Alex's Lemonade Stand for Childhood Cancer". For the next four years, despite her treatments and failing health, Alex had an annual Lemonade Stand for Childhood Cancer with her mother Liz Scott, by her side. In January of 2005 Liz Scott and her husband Jay started the Alex's Lemonade Stand Foundation, a non-profit organization, in memory of their daughter Alex. 

 

Liz today continues to work for a cure for childhood cancer. Sitting on the Board of Directors of Alex's Lemonade Stand Foundation, as the Vice president of Development for the Foundation, her responsibilities include: 
· initiating and maintaining contact with sponsors

· overseeing donor acknowledgement and cultivation

· facilitating and attending numerous fundraising events for the foundation

· speaking to organizations, children’s groups, and students of all ages 

· building a strong network of volunteers and supporters through frequent communication

· granting interviews to national and local media to help advance the work of Alex’s Lemonade Stand Foundation.

 

In addition to her work with Alex's Lemonade Stand, Liz has won many awards for her involvement in the Foundation, authored and illustrated a children's book about Alex's Lemonade Stand, and sits as a judge at the annual Volvo Life awards. Liz has appeared on numerous local and national radio and television programs.
